What to Pack

We’ve provided you and your child with a list of important items to pack for the camp so campers will be prepared for camp. Feel free to pack (within reason) any additional items that will help keep your camper comfortable during her stay with us.

q  Pajamas, extra undergarments and socks.
q  Clothing for three full camp days. Campers will do a lot of work inside but also will be outside for activities, so it’s a good idea to pack a mix of shorts/t-shirts and pants/long sleeves. That way campers can dress in whichever way is most comfortable for them. 

q  Hooded Sweatshirt/Sweater/Jacket. The labs and classrooms can be chilly, so girls are encouraged to bring a sweatshirt or light jacket just in case the air conditioning is turned up too high.

q  Comfy shoes. Most often we’ll be in the classroom, but campers will be walking lots between buildings and also for activities in the evening.

q Towels and toiletries. Campers are responsible for bringing their own supplies for showers and such, so please pack a toothbrush and paste, hairbrush, soap, and any other necessities. 

qMedicines. If your daughter takes any medications or if you anticipate any headaches or upset stomaches, please pack the necessary medicines.
q  Favorite bedding/blankets. Bedding will be provided for the campers, but girls should bring extra or favorite blankets or pillows if they like.

q  Small amount of spending money. If possible, $5-10 spending money for additional snacks or a possible frozen yogurt night would be helpful.

q  Snacks. Though meals and some snacks will be provided as part of the camp fees, campers are encouraged to bring munchies or special drinks and snacks they might want. Please pack only things that do not need to be refrigerated.

q  4 or 5 pictures. To help complete their digital projects, campers might want to scan a couple pictures (pictures of themselves, hobbies/sports, pets, family, friends, etc.)
